Sedgefield Village Neighbourhood & Crime Watch Panel 
At the Christmas meeting, Tuesday 3rd December, 2013 Police 

Community Liaison Officer Neil Langthorne informed members and residents 

that whilst there had been a slight rise in crime across the Aycliffe/
Sedgefield/Trimdons policing area, this was predominantly Shop Lifting and 
Garage Drive -Offs (stealing fuel); unfortunately Sedgefield was the victim of 
most store thefts (then), one actually occurring 30mins before our meeting 
commenced!  

PCSO Gavin Rutter reported on crimes occurring in the village over the 
previous 4 weeks ï 10 in all reported, comprising thefts, abuse, attempted 
burglary and shop - lifting. There were also 7 reported incidents of Anti -Social 

Behaviour in those 4 weeks.  

Tim Spearey for DCC Neighbourhood Wardens reported on 6 issues at 

Wykes Close related to nuisance and ASB, also fly tipping, and dog fouling 
(Kerr Crescent). Tim also reported of the littering issue outside the Black 

Lion and of ongoing activities to monitor this with a view to getting the 
problem resolved once and for all. Tim was asked by Alan Greener, from the 
Winterton estate, to follow up loose dog problems there; Chairman Ken 
Saiger asked for more efforts to be made by DCC against Fly Tipping.  

The major issue from residents however was in regard to continued 
nuisance and not some little fear from mainly youth lead anti -social 
behaviour that occurs at weekend nights in the Wykes Close and Eden Drive 

areas; especially concerning is the number of persons involved. Chairman 
Ken Saiger asked Police to look into this, as things seem to be getting worse 
for residents. Gavin agreed to do so.  

Chairmanôs Award 2013: Ken Saiger took Executive Member Alan 
Greener completely by surprise when he asked him to accept this award, 

made for all the work that Alan has carried out selflessly in the Winterton 
area, and for the drive and enthusiasm he displayed with his petition for 
crossings on the B1278 and at Salterôs Lane, again for the benefit of others 
(the elderly and the young ï school children) which sadly was not actioned 

or supported by DCC.  

Meeting closed at 7.40pm with PACT priorities following & then a pleasant 

chat amongst all present, with a bit of Festive Cheer and a bite to eat; 
finally Chairman Ken Saiger wished everyone a safe, secure and pleasant 
Christmas and the best of health for 2014.

Sedgefield Residentsõ Forum Jottings from January 2014 

The meeting reviewed the previous minutes and received some updates on issues although again none from County 

Councillors.  

A report was given on the meeting held with Hardwick Hall re the next Hardwick Live event and noise issues. 

Suggestions to help resolve noise disturbance to some residents were put forward and we await information from 
Hardwick Hall as to the content of any further licence application.  

There is still much anger from residents about the unnecessary new óagriculturalô entrance to East Park and 
associated costs. Further questions were asked regarding the legality of yellow lines and no parking being introduced 
to that entrance. We await a reply to the questions. (Since our enquiry the yellow lines and no parking sign have 
been removed ï more expense on an unnecessary entrance).  

A funding application has been submitted to enable the village to have its own speed monitoring sign which can be 
moved to different location in the village. This will hopefully cut down on speeding.  

The Development Trust are taking forward the suggestion to establish a scheme whereby residents can come 

together to get cheaper gas and electricity tariffs ï watch out for information and opportunity to sign up.  

It was good to hear that many Sedgefield Groups had received funding from the AAP, well done to all.  

In regard to the village Neighbourhood Plan (NHP) and the County Durham Plan (CDP) ï the Forum contacted 
central government regarding the dilemma of our NHP having to comply with what the CDP says we should have by 
way of further development in the village; Government department advices the Forum that when the CDP goes 
before an Inspector is the time for us to make our final objections to the CDP if we have any. We are aware that 
many communities across the County are far from happy with the content of the CDP so there will be interesting 
times ahead. Obviously the results of the NHP questionnaire will clearly show the views of our residents.  

There has been a varied response to the fact that there were no fireworks on the green on New Years Eve (hopefully 
there will be as much interest in the NHP as there has been on the lack of fireworks). A sensible suggestion seems 
be for those who want them to organise a collection, maybe the pubs making a contribution to cover the cost of 

fireworks, insurance and marshalling. However, there will always be varied views on the impact of fireworks as well 

as the costs. Anyone interested in raising funds for next year can contact the Town Council.  

The next Forum meeting will be on March 3rd, 7pm, Fletcher Room, Parish Hall. At that meeting we will have to 
discuss how it intends to respond to the Inspector in regard to the County Durham Plan so why not come along and 
give your views.
