Subsequent rectors carried on the tradition until Canon Edmundson, who
thought the Guild should amalgamate with the Mother's Union. Nancy, who
joined when she and Keith moved to Sedgefield in 1954, still has a copy of
her membership card. Started for young wives, the guild met in the old
Church Hall, now Turners showroom and workshop in Rectory Row. They
met fortnightly, taking turns to go along in pairs to light the old fashioned
boiler to warm the room. Each quarter of the year they had a Church ser-
vice, with readings by members, closing at 9.30 pm with a prayer from the
Rector. For gift days, each member baked, taking their produce to Betty
Duckerés house near the Parish Hal/l
were taken to the hall and always sold out, making a good profit. Nancy
remembers the names of many ladies on the photograph. Maybe readers
could fill in the gaps.
