But before that we must make comment on how fantastic village looks
thanks to our Town Council gardener and the many dedicated volunteers of
the Sedgefield in Bloom group and we all have great hopes for success in
the Bloom competitions following the judges visit.

Now to the CDP; deadline dates were imposed for response to the Inspector
and the Forum has been in correspondence with the Inspectors
Administrator to make sure our community views are addressed. Last

month we reported that the Forum had agreed to request to work in co -
operation with the Neighbourhood Plan Group (NHP) and the Town Council
in presenting our community views to the Inspection hearings and as

agreed we submitted a letter to the Town Council.

The letter was considered at the last Town Council meeting at the beginning
of July and our understanding was that our request was agreed. However,
since the Town Council has no meeting in early August and no monthly
meeting until beginning of September some confusion has arisen about the
appointment of the consultant by the Town Council.

The Forum continues to push for a co -ordinated response to be made from
Sedgefield to demonstrate that the majority view of this community from

the NHP groups research is properly presented at the EIP and the Forum
alone cannot not take on responsibility for this.

The next Forum meeting will be at 7pm on September 1st in the Fletcher
Room of the Parish Hall. We will have updates particularly on the CDP
process and sound monitoring for the Hardwick Live Event. Everyone is
welcome.
